Black History Month 

Gread "Lefty" McKinnis was a pitcher in the famous Negro Baseball League. During his Illustrious  

career with the League, he played with such well known teams as the Birmingham Black Barons, 

Pittsburgh Crawfords, and the Chicago American Giants; playing alongside such notable players as 

Satchel Paige, Willie Mays, Jackie Robinson, and Don Newcombe, Joe Black, and Ted "Doubleduty" 

Radcliffe. He soon became famous as "The Man who beat Satchel Paige", as he was one of the few 

pitchers ever to defeat Paige. He later played alongside Paige in his last championship East-West 

game in 1943. After ending his career with the Negro League, Gread infiltrated the intergrated 

leagues, playing teams throughout the U.S. and Canada. It was during that time, while pitching for 

the Tampa Smokers, that he met and married Naomi Fluiette.  Together Gread and Naomi reared six 

children.  

In 2005, The McKinnis Family, headed by Naomi formed the Gread "Lefty" McKinnis Memorial  

Foundation.  The Gread "Lefty" McKinnis Memorial Foundation exists to promote and extend the 

spirit of love by AIDING, BUILDING AND UPLIFTING the underprivileged through the gift of     

giving. GLMMF is a non -profit 501C3 corporation Our Programs and Community Initiatives consist 

of College Scholarship Fund, Welfare to Work Assistance  and  the Homeless Men's Services            

Program .

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SEASONAL PRECAUTIONS / WINTER SAFETY  
Each season brings with it, potential threats to safety.  Falls, hypothermia and, environmental  

energy challenges are prominent concerns to be addressed in the winter months. 

 

FALLS   
Falls are the leading causes of non-fatal injuries for children from ages 0 to 19 years of age. 

Among those of 65 and older, falls are the leading cause of injury related deaths. Winter related 

slips and falls are usually caused by icy conditions. 

¶ Monitor the weather

¶ Wear winter shoes or boots preferably with treaded soles.  

¶ When walking on ice take short steps and, hands should not  be in pockets. This provides 

better control and balance.  

¶ Take care when getting in and out of vehicles.  

¶ Use hand rails on steps and ramps.  

¶ Choose to walk on well lighted sanded or salted areas.  

¶ Take your time.  

 

HYPOTHERMIA   
Hypothermia occurs when the body temperature drops below what is necessary to maintain 

normal body functions. Symptoms of hypothermia may include shivering, slurred speech, slow 

breathing, slow heart beat, cold and pale skin.   

Prevent Hypothermia  

¶ Wear appropriate winter clothing.  

¶ Dress in layers. Synthetic and wool fabrics are recommended.  

¶ Remember to wear hats (there is significant loss of body heat from the head), coats, 

scarves, and gloves. 

¶ Avoid consuming alcohol. Alcohol speeds the loss of body heat.  

¶ Avoid damp clothing. Stay as dry as possible.  

¶ Minimize time spent in cold environments.  

¶ Seek medical attention for signs of hypothermia
